SAFETY NOTES

1. CREW MEMBERS AND PASSENGERS SHALL WEAR INSTALLED SEATBELTS AND SHOULDER HARNESSES WHILE EMBARKED ONBOARD LCAC.  CRAFTMASTERS MAY AUTHORIZE REMOVAL OF PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT FOR PERFORMANCE OF THEIR DUTIES.

2. HEARING, EYE, AND HEAD PROTECTION SHALL BE WORN AT ALL TIMES DURING LCAC POWERED OPERATIONS.  TWO MAN RULE SHALL BE IN EFFECT AND POSITIVE COMMUNICATIONS MAINTAINED WITH THE CONTROL STATION AT ALL TIMES.  SHOULD IT BECOME NECESSARY FOR BOTH TO CONCENTRATE ON A TASK, A THIRD PERSON SHALL BE DISPATCHED TO ACT AS SAFETY OBSERVER.

3. A FULL FOD WALKDOWN WILL BE CONDUCTED BY CREW PERSONNEL PRIOR TO LCAC POWERED OPERATIONS, AND THE AREA CONTINUALLY MONITORED FOR FOD HAZARDS TO AVOID INJURY TO PERSONNEL AND DAMAGE TO EQUIPMENT. 

4. NAVIGATORS SHALL ENSURE COMMUNICATIONS ARE ESTABLISHED AND MAINTAINED WITH THE TOWER AT ALL TIMES.  RADAR WILL BE USED FOR SAFETY OF NAVIGATION DURING ALL CONDITIONS.

5. CRAFTMASTERS HAVE OVERALL RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE SAFETY OF THE CRAFT, CREWMEMBERS, AND MISSION.

6. NAVIGATOR WILL ACT AS SAFETY OBSERVER FOR ALL DECK EVOLUTIONS.

7. WEATHER COULD DETERIORATE AND HAMPER OPERATIONS.  PARTICULAR ATTENTION SHOULD BE PAID TO SITUATIONS WHICH MAY ALLOW GREEN WATER THROUGH PROPELLERS.

8. CRAFT SHALL MAINTAIN SAFE SEPARATION DISTANCE (100 YARDS) AT ALL TIMES.

9. SAFE SPEED SHALL BE GOVERNED BY ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS.

10. SAFETY AT ALL TIMES IS PARAMOUNT.
