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Topic 1.11 SHIP CONTROLLED MISSIONS

ENABLING OBJECTIVES:

1.11.1 IDENTIFY the differences between a Direct Fire mission and an Indirect Fire Mission.

1.11.2 IDENTIFY the procedures, terminology, and definitions used in a Counterbattery Fire mission..

TOPIC OUTLINE

A. INDIRECT FIRE (SPOTTER ADJUST)
1. Definition: Gunfire directed at a target utilizing means other than ship’s sensors to locate target and spot rounds.
B. SHIP CONTROLLED MISSIONS – DIRECT FIRE

1. Definition - Gunfire directed at a target which is visible to the aimer.

2. CIC's primary responsibility is to provide the spotting team with information needed to assist in locating the target.

3. Consoles remain set up for Grid mode.

4. Ship conducts liaison with spotter.

5. Ship receives Call for Fire.

a. GLO passes all necessary call for fire information to COC.

b. Plot enters target information into consoles (enter OTB of 360o) Plot will report GTL and range as with any fire mission.

6. Spotting may be done at various stations on the ship.

a. ROS monitor on the consoles.

b. Ship Board Spotting team.

7. Spotting station must identify the target to be engaged prior to firing at it.

8. Every 15 seconds, CIC will relay to COC the following information:

a. Amplified target description.

b. Range and relative bearing to the target.

c. Range to the beach.

9. COC will relay this data to the spotting station. 

10. When the spotting team is on target, they will report "On Target".

11. COC will make a Plot Set report to GLO.

12. Ship will obtain GTL and Range concurrence.

13. Make Pre-firing report to spotter.

14. GLO will give firing command to COC upon receipt of Firing Command from Spotter.

15. Spots are received from the spotting team in the following manner:

a. Deflection in mils.

b. Range in yards.

c. Elevation (if any) in mils.

16. Spots are converted to meters and entered into both WCCs.

17. At end of mission, the spotting team will provide BDA to COC.

C. COUNTER-BATTERY (C/B)

1. Definition ‑ Fire specifically directed to silence fire from active enemy weapons.

2. Two Methods Of Engagement:

a. Optical Acquisition.

b. Shift from pre-designated target.

3. Optical Procedures.

a. Spotting team reports the counter battery by passing “Counter Battery, Counter Battery bearing ______”.

b. CIC must provide initial range to the beach on the bearing reported by spotting team.

c. Nav plotter locks PMP arm on bearing.

d. From present ship’s position on advanced track, calls range to the beach.

e. GLO order Plot to engage C/B.

f. COC switches console to Optical mode.

g. WCC will Slew ROS to the C/B.

h. WCC will force a manual track on the target using stiff stick to track the target.

i. WCC enter range to the beach as Target Range.

j. Spotting team/ROS will pass an ADD spot equivalent to the distance from shoreline to the counterbattery.

k. WCC enter an ADD spot equivalent to the distance from the shoreline to the C/B.

l. WCC report “Spots Applied”.

m. COC/GLO order “Plot Shoot”.

4. C/B referenced from pre-designated targets.

a. Shipboard spotter must know visible target and C/B locations and numbers.

b. Spotting Team will identify the C/B location or may give a spot from the nearest known target position to the C/B.

c. WCC Operators will:

1) Remain set up in Grid mode.

2) Enter grids of selected target from the pre-assigned stored location.

3) Enter OTB of 360.

4) Enter spots to the C/B and report “Spots Applied”.

d. COC/GLO order “Plot Shoot”.

e. Upon completion of the C/B the FSU will resume the original fire mission from when the C/B was disclosed.

5. If the FSU is supporting a spotter at the time of a C/B the following reports will be made:

a. Destructive Fire: (Point TGT) “C/B, C/B, Checking destructive fire, taking C/B under fire, over”.

b. Area Fire: “C/B, C/B, Checking area fire, taking C/B under fire, over”.

c. If at Check firing or in between missions: “C/B, C/B, taking C/B under fire, over”.

6. Upon the completion of C/B fire, ship reports damage assessment and intentions: “C/B destroyed, resuming (Destruction/Area) fire, over”.
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
