TRAINING AND EXPERIENCE WITH WORLD WIDE MILITARY COMMAND AND
CONTROL SYSTEM (WWMCCS) INTERCOMPUTER NETWORK AND JOINT PLANNING
SYSTEMS ARE ASSIGNED ADDITIONAL MOS 9919.
B. THE WWMCCS IS FORECASTED TO EVOLVE INTO THE GLOBAL
COMMAND AND CONTROL SYSTEM (GCCS) DURING SEPTEMBER 1995. THE
MARINE CORPS PLANS TO FIELD THIS SYSTEM TO THE REGIMENT/GROUP
LEVEL.
C. THE PERISHABLE NATURE OF PLANNING SKILLS COMBINED WITH
THE INCREASED REQUIREMENT FOR TRAINED ENLISTED PLANNERS RENDERS
THE CONTINUED USE OF AN ADDITIONAL MOS UNSUITABLE FOR MEETING THE

9919 BILLETS WILL BE REFLECTED IN THE TARGET FORCE REQUIREMENT
DEVELOPED FROM THE APRIL 1995 TROOP LIST.
C. THE TOTAL REQUIREMENT FOR MARINES WITH PMOS 9919 WILL BE
APPROXIMATELY 250. DUE TO THE SMALL NUMBER OF MARINES CURRENTLY
QUALIFIED TO HOLD NEW PMOS 9919, WE EXPECT SHORTAGES IN THIS MOS
