C)  IF TIME DOES NOT PERMIT FOR TOTAL DESTRUCTION THEN JETTISON. LOG CRAFT POSITION, TIME, AND DEPTH ON THIS CARD AND CARRY WITH YOU AND RETURN TO CMS CUSTODIAN IMMEDIATELY.

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MAN OVERBOARD

1. MAKE APPROPRIATE DAY OR NIGHT SIGNAL

2. IF CREWMEMBER IS ON DECK, THROW LIFE RING IN THE WATER TO ASSIST THE MAN IN THE WATER AND MARK THE POSITION WHERE THE MAN IS SEEN GOING OVERBOARD.

3. IF POSSIBLE, NAVIGATOR WILL MARK POSITION OF MAN IN WATER AND REPORT RANGE AND BEARING TO THE CRAFTMASTER.

4. NOTIFY ANY SHIPS OR OTHER CRAFT IN THE AREA. REQUEST ASSISTANCE, IF NECESSARY.

5. RETURN CRAFT TO LOCATION OF MAN. SLOW CRAFT AND GO HULLBORNE.

6. APPROACH MAN INTO WIND FOR MAXIMUM CONTROL.

7. APPROACH MAN FOR PICKUP ON STARBOARD BOW FOR MAXIMUM VISIBILITY FROM CONTROL STATION.

8. THROW LINE TO MAN AND BRING ABOARD.

9. IF A CREWMAN IS REQUIRED TO ENTER THE WATER TO ASSIST IN RECOVERY, REQUEST CRAFTMSASTER PERMISSION. 

FOLLOW-UP ACTION

1. TREAT RECOVERED MAN FOR SHOCK.

2. TREAT INJURIES.

3. RETURN INDIVIDUAL TO BASE, AS REQUIRED.

ABANDON SHIP

1. DETERMINE RANGE AND MAGNETIC BEARING TO THE NEAREST LAND.

2. MARK A LOCAL CHART WITH CRAFT POSITION AND KEEP CHART IN POSSESSION.

3. TRANSMIT A DISTRESS MESSAGE FOR AS LONG AS POSSIBLE OR UNTIL A RESPONSE IS HEARD.

4. PROVIDE NEAREST LAND DATA TO CRAFTMASTER AND ENGINEER.

5. ANNOUNCE NEAREST LAND DATA ON ICS AND PA SYSTEM.

6. SECURE ALL CLASSIFIED MATERIAL AND CRAFT LOGS. ZEROIZE ALL CRYPTO UNITS (RADIOS, GPS). REMOVE KY-58, KY-75, ANDVT SECURE VOICE UNITS AND GPS RECEIVER, PLGR, AND IFF-KIT 1C AND TAKE TO RAFT IF TIME PERMITS. IF UNABLE TO REMOVE UNITS, DESTROY USING ANY MEANS POSSIBLE TO PREVENT RECONSTRUCTION.

7. ASSIST CRAFTMASTER AS DIRECTED.

8. DON MOM RADIO.

9. EMBARK / LAUNCH RAFT 1 WHEN ORDERED. 

(ASSIST IN REIGGING TETHER BETWEEN RAFTS.)

ENGINEER –RAFT 1

NAVIGATOR – RAFT 1

LOADMASTER – RAFT 2

DECK MECHANIC – RAFT 2

FIRE PARTY

THE FIRE PARTY CONSISTS OF CRAFT CREW LESS THE CRAFTMASTER, WHO REMAINS AT THE CONTROL STATION. ALL CREWMEMBERS SHALL BE EQUIPPED WITH MOM RADIOS. WHEN PASSENGERS ARE EMBARKED, THEY WILL AUGMENT THE FIRE PARTY AS REQUESTED BY THE ON-SCENE LEADER. PASSENGERS WILL REMAIN IN ASSIGNED COMPARTMENTS OR VEHICLES AND CLEAR OF THE FIRE PARTY UNTIL CALLED UPON TO ASSIST. CREW DUTIES ARE AS FOLLOWS.
